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and are seeking opportunities to complete case studies in order to build/enhance their portfolios. The program will meet 
3x per week for 3 hours each session over 8 weeks and culminates with a team project. Applicants must be prepared to 
dedicate 6-10 hours per week outside of class time to this program. Program completers will earn a digital badge in UX
