have access to the Wireless System. Below are simple instructions as to gain 
access to the system. 

 
1. Turn on the wireless device on your laptop and look for the 

KBCCStaff network. Select the network, click “Connect” and 
open a web browser. (Note: Do not check “Connect 

automatically”)  
2. When the browser opens, you will see our Wireless sign on 

page. If not, please try to access a website, you will be 
redirected. Here you fill out the information as requested: 

a. Windows Username Login 

b. Windows Password 

3. You will see the “Acceptable Usage Policy” 
outlining policy information of our wireless 

system. After you have reviewed the 
policy, click “Accept”. 

4. The browser will redirect you to the 
Kingsborough Community College home 

page. You are free to use the wireless 
system.
