Second year, the student will take a total of 

12 Graduate credits.  In the final year of study (Graduate study), the student will complete the 

remaining Graduate degree courses, 18 credits, for a total of 33 credits.

and d) the aggregate GPA of these enrolled students.  

 

3. Sending and receiving college procedures for publicizing agreement, e.g., college catalogs, transfer advisers, 

Websites, etc.: This articulation agreement will be publicized on the KBCC website, and St. John’s University 

website. Transfer advisors at KBCC will promote this agreement with eligible students.
